BARRISTERS CODE OF CONDUCT

In order to be a member of AvMA’s Lawyers’ Service I agree:

· to be sympathetic to AvMA’s aims and core objectives.

· to demonstrate ongoing commitment to education and training in the clinical negligence field.
· not to publicise or report a case without obtaining the Claimant’s permission first when instructed by the Claimant.
· not to approach AvMA Lawyers’ Service or utilise AvMA resources with a request for information or advice for the purposes of assisting a defendant.
· not to disclose any article or edition of the Lawyers’ Service E-newsletter or paper distributed at an LSG to a defendant lawyer/organisation without obtaining prior authority from AvMA’s Lawyers’ Service manager or the Legal Director 

· not to hold out to any third party that membership of the service confers any specialist status or knowledge of clinical negligence.

· if I attend an AvMA meeting where a current case is being discussed which is a case being conducted by myself, I will immediately inform those present of my interest in the case.

I note that nothing in this Code of Conduct is intended to preclude any Barrister from representing a Defendant in a clinical negligence case and fulfilling his/her professional duty to that client.

I certify that I have read AvMA’s code of conduct and am willing to abide by it, knowing that if I breach the code, membership of AvMA will be rescinded.
